“So	for	
the	second	year,	we’ve	brought	together	45	breweries,	5	malt	houses	and	hop	
growers	from	around	New	York	at	one	of	the	most	iconic	and	oldest	breweries	in	
the	state,	this	combination	alone	makes	this	a	one	of	a	kind	event	for	this	region”.	
	
With	over	240	craft	breweries	in	New	York,	the	45+	that	will	be	pouring	samples	
will	come	from	every	region	of	the	state.	"Last	years	event	was	extremely	well	
attended,	and	we	think	this	is	a	great	opportunity	to	showcase	beer	from	across	
New	York"	said	Fred	Matt,	President	of	the	FX	Matt	Brewing	Company.	"On	
Saturday,	June	11th,	we	are	proud	to	host	our	fellow	brewers	at	this	very	unique	
festival."

• The	number	of	New	York	State	breweries	grew	from	95	in	2012	to	240	in	2015	
• In	2015,	New	York	State	was	the	5th	largest	beer	producing	state	behind	

California,	Pennsylvania,	Colorado,	and	Oregon	
• New	York	State	craft	breweries	increased	production	by	46%	from	557,436	in	

2011	to	1.1	million	barrels	in	2015.	Nationally,	the	craft	beer	segment	grew	
by	17%	in	the	same	period			

• New	York	ranked	3rd	in	the	country	with	and	overall	economic	impact	of	2.2	
billion	dollars	in	2012	with	an	increase	of	$3.5	billion	dollar	impact	in	2014.
